Current and Previous OPP and research
fellows are not eligible. Students who are in the HPSP
are not eligible.

Amount:

The amount of the scholarship awarded to incoming students is decided
yearly by the dean and is dependent on the number of applicants. Past
awarded amounts have been in the range from $10,000.00 to $25,000.00.
